CARE held a week-long social and behavior change (SBC) data analysis and
strategy design workshop in Ethiopia (March 10-14) and Zambia (March 18-21)
for CARE’s country offices implementing the Nutrition at the Center (NAC)
project. Although this particular workshop was geared toward NAC, a project
that integrates nutrition programming with food security, WASH, women’s

The main objectives of CARE’s workshop included building participants’
confidence to plan SBC communication activities and triangulate qualitative and
quantitative data to develop a SBC strategy based on theory and research. The
work completed during the Ethiopia and Zambia workshops is being used to
write the SBC assessment and action plan report for the Nutrition at the Center
project. Similar workshops will be held in Bangladesh and Benin during May and
June, 2014.

2014 WASH Advocate Award

On March 12, U.S. Congressional Representatives were honored by a large
coalition, including CARE, for their strong support in U.S. programs that help
solve the global safe drinking water, sanitation and hygiene (WASH) crisis. The
WASH Advocate award recognizes leaders in improving U.S. efforts to efficiently
provide safe and affordable WASH projects to impoverished regions around the
world through the Senator Paul Simon Water for the Poor Act. Every year since
2005, the Water for the Poor Act has been bringing better WASH access to
millions of people. As a result of USAID investments, 3.8 million people gained
improved access to drinking water and 1.9 million gained improved access to
sanitation in FY 2011 alone. View the full list of legislators recognized for their

WASH Advocacy Day Update

WASH Advocacy Day 2014 was deemed a great success! On March 13, in
Washington, DC, individuals met with Congressional staff to advocate for the
Water for the World Act. The bill seeks to refine and improve the already
existing legislation so that WASH investments can continue to be an effective
tool in emergency response, environmental protection, education and health.
There were a total of 163 registrants, including 113 who signed up on the
waterday.us coalition site and 50 from the World Vision site. The advocates had
about 122 meetings with members of Congress and their staff. The Water for
the World Act (HR 2901) now has 69 cosponsors (24 republicans and 45
democrats) including chief sponsor Representative Earl Blumenauer.
Furthermore, Tom Marino (R-PA), Gerry Connolly (D-VA) and Alan Lowenthal (D-
CA) are members of the House Foreign Affairs Committee who have joined
since Advocacy Day. View the list of co-sponsors.

How did you become interested in water issues? As a child, | always loved
water and hydrology.

What do you feel are the largest challenges confronting the WASH sector in
West and Central Africa in the next 5 years? The largest challenges confronting
the WASH sector in West and Central Africa are effective and equitable
management of water resources, good governance, climate change and
pollution. Urban WASH will also be a very big challenge.

What is your favorite regional dish/meal? My favorite regional African food is
Congolese Liboke. It is fish cooked in broth steamed in a banana leaf with
onions, spices, chili, etc. | also enjoy Ceviche, crude fish marinated in green
lemon, which is usually accompanied with sweet potatoes, lettuce, onions, corn,
avocado or plantain.

Featured Program: WASHplus/CARE Mali - Integrating WASH and
Nutrition (Interview with BA Aoua DICKO)

What is the project? WASHplus/CARE Mali is a two year WASH and nutrition
project in 18 communes in three districts of Mpoti region, Mali. The project
aims to improve the nutritional status of reproductive age women and their
children (especially those under 2 years of age) through the adoption of
complementary WASH and nutrition behaviors.

What are the purpose and objectives of the project?

1. Increase the availability of appropriate, affordable and sustainable WASH
solutions for poor households and communities

2. Increase the demand for low cost sanitation among poor households and
communities

3. Improve sanitation, hygiene and feeding practices among poor households
and communities in rural areas

What are the partnering agencies? In Mali, WASHplus and CARE Mali partner
together to implement this project. WASHplus is a five-year Cooperative
Agreement funded by the United States Agency for International Development's
Bureau for Global Health and managed by FHI 360. CARE Mali implements the
project through two local partners, YAG-TU and Sahel-ECO.

What is your role within the project? My name is BA Aoua DICKO and lam a
private sector advisor. My role includes promoting local private sector WASH

products and services that are appropriate, affordable and sustainable for poor
households and communities in rural and urban areas. Specifically, | focus on:
developing the supply chains of products and services; working with local
masons to adapt traditional latrine models to different agro-ecological zones;
strengthening the capacity of local private sector providers to develop business
plans and marketing strategies.

What aspects of the project are you most proud of? The latrine innovations,
crafting slabs out of stone, created by masons and households are impressive.
No two toilets look alike. Over 1,000 toilets have been built currently and we
anticipate 3,000 latrines will be built within the next two years.

What was the greatest challenge in the project implementation? An initial
challenge was to introduce new models of low-cost traditional latrines suitable
for diverse geological zones (floodplain, rocky soils and sandy soils). We
overcame this obstacle by engaging the District Sanitation Officers to design
three types of model latrines specific to each zone and training local masons to
build latrines according to these techniques.

What is the most important thing you learned working on this project?
Involvement of key local stakeholders (elected community leaders, District
Technical Officers) greatly influences the effectiveness of the Community Led
Total Sanitation (CLTS) triggering events. It is important to resist the tendency
to subsidize latrine construction. If facilitated correctly, CLTS is effective in
motivating households to build and use latrines. CLTS must also include a supply
approach that provides households with latrine options that are
culturally/environmentally acceptable and affordable for the masses.

What advice would you give someone else implementing a similar project?

1. Understand the context: (e.g. what is preventing households to adopt
sanitation behaviors?)

2. Engage local government (e.g. through their technical services, participation
of elected officials and project officers in CLTS triggering)

3. Commit to post-CLTS monitoring and evaluating (e.g. through allocating
sufficient monetary resources)

4. Stimulate friendly competition across villages and among neighboring
communities to end open defecation

WarkaWater Towers

Designer Arturo Vittori created WarkaWater Towers, a 30-foot tall sculpture,
which harvests atmospheric water vapor for local communities in Ethiopia.
Through its intricate woven basket structure, droplets of dew form through
condensation throughout the night. The fresh water droplets are collected in a
25 gallon container that can be used by the local communities throughout the
day. The structure is feasible since it does not involve any machinery or
technology but only requires locally available materials and physical labor. The
whole structure costs $550 dollars and can be built in less than a week with a
four-person team. View the video.

Water Containers without the Plastic

Rodrigo Garcia Gonzalez created a cheap and biodegradable product called
Ooho, where water is contained by a thin edible membrane. Ooho is made
through spherification, a process in which brown algae and calcium chloride
interact to create a double membrane gel around the water. Ooho only costs
0.02 U.S. cents and can be made to contain more water if needed. The goal of
this project is to decrease plastic waste since more people in developed
countries are drinking water in disposable bottles that are not recycled. Read
the article.
